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DISNEY’S MAGICAL EXPRESS
If you are taking the Magical Express you can place your luggage tags on to your luggage before you check in at the airport. At Orlando airport the Magical Express will take your luggage and deliver it to your room. *Please note that this could take hours so it would be beneficial to pack a carry-on with a bathing suits, etc. and any other important items like medications. *You will need to pick up your own luggage if your flight lands before 5am or after 10pm.
If you lost Magical Express tags or do not have them if you booked last minute, simply keep your luggage claim tickets you received when you checked in at the airport, with a description of the luggage and hand them to the Magical Express representative in Orlando Airport. They will pick up your bags for you and deliver them to your room.

· Celebrate the Magic at Magic Kingdom, check for times and keep your eye on the castle.
· Magic Kingdom has an evening parade called Main Street Electrical Parade filled with light and music. There is also a new day parade, Festival of Fantasy.
· Magic Kingdom has a spectacular fireworks show called WISHES! Watch the top right side of the castle for Tinker Bell’s flight! 
· Epcot has an evening fireworks, laser, water and music show called ILLUMINATIONS! Get a seat close to the rail anywhere in World Showcase.
· Disney’s Hollywood Studios has a spectacular show called Fantasmic! 
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TIPS
· Download ‘my Disney experience’ App. It will help you with wait times, Fastpass+, dining, character locations, park hours, things to do, and much more. A great tool for an incredible experience.
· Utilize wait times on My Disney Experience App, this will help you know which rides to line up for with the least wait time. 
· Take advantage of package delivery to your Disney hotel's gift shop - even for photos at Splash Mountain and Rock N Roller Coaster. Just make sure you aren't leaving the next day because you won't get your package in time. 

· Here are the items you may not bring into the parks with you -- Glass bottles, alcohol, large coolers, wagons, and inappropriate clothing. 

· Set a meeting place. Make sure you pick a place to meet if you should get separated. 

· Use AIRPORT CHECK-IN at your resort when you depart, no bags to carry! 
· Utilize Disney hotel baggage handling. Drop them off if your room isn't ready and head for the parks! Likewise, on your last day, check out and leave the bags for later. 
· Take a break - go back to your resort for an afternoon swim/nap/snack and go back to the parks refreshed and ready for evening fireworks and parades.

· Take advantage of early risers, most parks do not get crowded until around 10:30-11am. If you are a resort guest you can take advantage of Extra Magic Hours, where particular parks are open 1 hour before and/or 3 hours after regular park hours on selected days. Check the schedule at the resort. 

· Epcot has an awesome secret called Club Cool.  It is the place to go to cool down and sip a free beverage or two. Sponsored by Coca-Cola, this "exhibit" situated near Innoventions West, offers free samples of soft drinks from around the world, as well as Coca-Cola merchandise. 
· Disney Resort mugs allow you unlimited refills of fountain drinks, coffee, tea and hot chocolate. 
· Get familiar with your resort room telephone.  There is a button for wake-up calls...Mickey, Olaf, Stitch or Goofy will call to wake you up in the morning.

· Boardwalk Resort Area.  Enjoy strolling through the five deluxe resorts surrounding the Boardwalk.  The Friendship boat takes you from Hollywood Studios to Epcot with resort stops.  

· Recreation. Golf, archery, horseback riding, boat rentals, fishing, golf, spas, health clubs and more.  
· Swimming with sharks at Typhoon Lagoon.  Shark Reef is a popular part of Typhoon Lagoon waterpark with sharks and stingrays. Disney waterparks & more is an additional ticket. 

· From the Polynesian Resort beach you can watch WISHES fireworks over Magic Kingdom. Also if you book a dinner at the California Grill on top of the Contemporary Resort, you can watch the fireworks from your table or out on the observation deck. 
· Autograph Book: Tip #1: Have the Disney character sign the left page of the book leaving the right page blank.  Take a picture of your family and the character and insert that picture on the right side, across from the characters autograph.  Once autograph book can turn into a photo album and scrapbook.  Tip #2: Don’t forget to put your name/phone number/address inside the front cover. Disney mails a lost book to you if they have recovered it, and this tip comes from first-hand experience!

· Keep your child safe and in sight. Sometimes crowds can be overwhelming especially after parades and fireworks. Make an emergency plan depending on the age of your child just in case. 

· Measure your child ahead of time and know which rides they will be able to go on before you line up.

·  Kidcot Fun Stops - Colourful craft stations for preschoolers and children located in World Showcase are activity-filled craft areas at which to draw, write, stamp and create. At many pavilions, your little ones can meet Cast Members from around the world and learn about their native countries. Tip! Since the CM's are from the country in which they work at World Showcase, ask them to write ONE word or PHRASE on the mask or craft.  Learn words like:  HELLO, FUN, INSPIRE, DREAM in several languages.

· AGENT P - Epcot World Showcase Adventure Agent P has an ultra interactive quest in World Showcase based on the show Phineas and Ferb. Transform into secret agents to help save the world from Dr. Doofenshmirtz. Register at Norway, England, Germany & entrance to World Showcase.
· Hang out at the exit of Mission: Space! Loads of interactive fun, send a video to friends from space!

· Walt Disney: One Man’s Dream – A must see for hard core Disney fans. 
· Star Wars Launch Bay – Check out movie props, play games, snap photos, screen videos, and greet Star Wars heroes and villains. Meet Chewbacca and Darth Vader if the force is strong within you!
